Project Description:   

The goal of this project would to be to plant a tallgrass prairie garden that mimics 

the natural prairie growth of Illinois.  The garden would go in front of the Basic 

Sciences Building and be about 7200 sq ft.  The garden would consist of 40-50 

different plants and consist of around 7000 seedlings.   These plants would be 

planted over a layer of shredded wood mulch.  Ideally, the garden would be 

watered two or three times a week and the weeds would be pulled once a week.  

Therefore, the Student Sustainability Committee will fund the project for $20,000 

and for all costs excluding labor.
