	Project Purpose_9IkCf44FNkF1qygPgH5XHQ: The Nitrile Glove Recycling Program is an expansion of a preliminary pilot program performed by the Illinois Sustainable Technology Center (ISTC). The initial pilot program collected gloves used in the laboratory setting in one central location. Gloves were collected from individual ISTC laboratories once a week and put into a larger collection container, and then were stockpiled until there was sufficient volume to ship back to the supplier. The current project expanded this program to Ikenberry Dinning Hall.
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
