Background

The Student Sustainability Committee and Facilities & Services are working together to begin a weatherization initiative to improve the efficiency of campus buildings in an effort to reduce our university’s environmental impacts. This pilot program will take place in the Spring 2011 semester and will involve assessments of campus buildings, which will be performed and reported by hired teams of trained University of Illinois students. Assessment reports with improvement recommendations will be submitted to Facilities & Services, the University unit in charge of building maintenance, to be implemented on a cost-effectiveness basis. 
Intern Responsibilities:

We are seeking an enthusiastic student interested in weatherization, building energy use, and coordinating student initiatives. The intern’s fundamental goal will be to coordinate with various stakeholders in Facilities & Services and the University to get the program running.  The intern will also be responsible for managing teams of student assessors, managing assessment data, and following through with Facilities & Services concerning recommendations. Other tasks will include determining buildings to assess, coordinating building access, and developing resource manuals. 

While the intern will work with Facilities & Services and the Student Sustainability Committee to obtain needed resources, the student we are seeking must be driven and dedicated to ensure the project’s success. 
The intern will be given a work station at the Facilities & Services building at 1501 S. Oak Street in Champaign, and will also attend weekly meetings on campus with the Student Sustainability Committee.
