Project Purpose: 
The original purpose of this project is to replace the heavy use of a hand sink in the FSHN-PPP with an automated hand wash system.  This will save ~2 gallons of water per wash.

Project Summary: 
The sink has been fully installed and is meeting all goals of the project. Water usage from hand washing is down as a direct result of this installation, along with providing awareness of the use of water in a processing facility.
 
Summary of Project Expenditures:
The expenditures were $8500 for the sink, $1300 to install, and a few hundred dollars to allow the display to work properly.

The largest problem was in getting a display to show the total number of hand washes completed by the sink. The actual install of the sink was completed quickly, and in use soon after.
