Project Description:

“Hypetloop” is a proposed mass transportation method originally theorized by Elon Musk. The
system involves a high-speed train, or “pod,” inside of a vacuum tube. In theory, a full-scale design
could see pods traveling at up to 700 MPH, making it ideal for inter-city transportation notmally taking
up to six houts by car, and consuming very little energy. Illini Hyperloop is one of 21 competition
teams accepted globally to build a pod for the SpaceX Hyperloop Pod Competition. Musk’s SpaceX
has built a mile-long Hyperloop tube, which can support a near-vacuum. Student-led teams around
the world have entered the competition to race their vehicle. Illini Hypetloop has made it into the
competition, and hopes to successfully complete construction of their vehicle, ship it to California,
and race it on the track. With many students driving ot taking buses to and from campus, a Hyperloop
could potentially provide quick, inexpensive, and sustainable public transportation, and link
Champaign to cities such as Chicago or St. Louis.
