Armory and Wright corner can be difficult, NEED a bike path on Chalmers Ave and Sixth St (near Newman Hall), need
bike path on Wright between Green St and Springdfield.

There are quite a few places where sidewalks and bike paths intersect that are quite dangerous for pedestrians and

cyclists (Wright and Armory intersection!) Additionally, uneven concrete on some bike paths is pretty problematic--to
the point where | choose to ride on the sidewalk next to the bike path because it's so bad. Bike parking at Turner Hall
is subpar--not enough spaces and not secure enough.

unsafe intersection at Dorner & Pennsylvania. Turning left from Dorner to Pennsylvania is unsafe because the bike
lane ends by the tennis court and one either has to veer into the road or the sidewalk.

Bike path on Wright St. just south of Green St. has lots of broken pieces in concrete; overall very jagged and could
definitely cause an accident, plus it has some of the most bike traffic of anywhere on campus.

Better enforcement of rules of the road vis a vis bicyclists. Students are daredevils and act like pedestrians instead of
the vehicles that they are therefore endangering themselves. They park in many inappropriate places within sight of
bike racks. More lighting around bike racks would be helpful as well.

Many of the older bike racks are very rusty and seem like they would be easy to break if one intended to do so; many
of said racks appear to already have been cut, these are in dire need of replacing. Some of the crossing where the
bike lane crosses the road are very unsafe, for example, where the bike lane crosses S Matthews Ave. diagonally near
Noyes laboratory. If one is riding at a consistent speed, as one should be able to in the bike lane, headed south it is
difficult to look back toward the direction where traffic is coming from, creating a dangerous spot.

East-west path just north of Lincoln Avenue dorms is dangerously unsafe. Too narrow, large crack in the middle,
deteriorated concrete. This is a lawsuit waiting to happen.

Dangerous cracks and potholes, and pedestrian-bike conflicts, on wright street west of main quad. Dangerous
pedestrian-bike conflict at bus stop at wright and armory. | think the Wright St. bike lane will be modernized soon so a
solution is probably on the way.

*Improve the lane surface of bike lanes on the east side of campus *Extremely hazardous intersection of pedestrian
sidewalks, bike lanes and vehicles at Wright Street and Gregory hall ( have witnesses many accidents there). Another
dangerous intersection is at the northeast corner of the Campus Recreation Center East--Sidewalk, bike lanes and
school tour groups meet, again several accidents. *New students (possibly and some older students) need to be made
aware of safe rules of the road of bicycles.

The stretch of bike trail between Lincoln Ave. and Folenger Auditorium, which goes past Bevier Hall, is in disrepair in
several places, with many jarring obstacles. This stretch, which is the logical route to work for me, has caused damage
to my bike - one bump is so great, that | am forced to use a stretch of the pedestrian sidewalk in order to avoid it.

There should be more bike parking at the UGL. Those racks are always full. | addressed the safety issue in a previous
comment about wright and green street as well as the bike path on wright street.

The bike path on wright street is extremely unsafe during busy periods, it should not be used by cyclists. Many bike
paths are too close to pedestrians, and in fact make it more unsafe then having no bike paths at all.
